Although we like to believe that each individual is unique and has equal opportunity and rights, we are all members of social categories that influence our lives. Gender, race, and class are three of the most powerful categories, and all three are important to geography. Gender, race, and class are all aspects of our identity that influence which spaces we can occupy and what we can do in those spaces. Because gender, race, and class are social distinctions, their definitions are made and changed by society. Many aspects of society, including the organization and use of space, influence the meaning of gender, race and class. What is considered feminine in one culture may not be considered feminine in a different culture of historical period. For example, in North America ranching and caring for animals is generally considered to be men's work. In many parts of sub-Saharan Africa, women so the daily work of caring for cattle. Space also plays different roles in defining class. In U.S. cities wealthy people tend to live in the suburbs while poorer people concentrate in the "inner city." In Latin America the wealthiest residents live close to the city center, while the poorest residents live in shantytowns at the outskirts of the city. Geographers also influence our definitions of who is racially different.

As confirmation of influence of geography on people and their lifestyles I want consider some countries located in different parts of the world.

First, it’s island New Zealand. Natural riches of New Zealand promoted that the country is recognized as one of the most beautiful countries of the world. The system of national parks and reserves, pure air and the water, open spaces both unique vegetative and fauna involve tourists from all world to the island.
People in New Zealand («kiwi» - as a bird living here) affable and friendly very much. Foreigner, having got in the country, will be surprise because strangers in streets greet him. He is felt atmosphere of slackness and calmness everywhere. People are so affable thanks to climate: the coldest months of year - June-August - are identical April-May in the south Ukraine.
France located in Europe, in the Western part of Eurasia; temperate climate, warm weather in France. France is one of the modern centers of the world, the French nation - one of the oldest on the European continent, with a rich history and culture. The French are gallant, but aren’t polite, skeptical and prudent, artful and resourceful. They are trustful and magnanimous.  In France silent person kills socially himself. Conversation of the French has easy character and goes quickly. In business life the essential role is played with personal communications and acquaintances. The French skillfully, even with grace, assert them principle and the position, thus rigidly enough negotiate and, as a rule, haven't a spare position. The French aren’t accuracy and punctual. On receptions follow a rule: most important person comes later that other people.

Great Britain is an island state; it has a mild climate so it’s never very cold or very hot. Englishmen are polite, quiet, affable, invariable and respectful to relatives. Scrupulousness, reverence of the property, enterprise, efficiency and the main thing - independence are inherent Englishmen also. When the person speaks much, it is regarded as bad manners or even roughness. Punctuality and accuracy in observance of all rules and traditions are distinctive feature of Englishmen.
