An Ideal Welfare State

n ideal welfare state is the state where the socially unprotected layers of citizens are supported by government. Unprotected layers consist of the elderly, children and disabled. There aren’t a lot of kinds of privileges and small taxes in the ideal state. But privileges should let people live, not survive, and taxes should be enough for the benefits and payment of different state projects and it shouldn’t be hard to citizens to pay these taxes.
It is necessary to spare more attention to major spheres of life like as education, social security, insurance and health care.
Insurance is compulsory for the all categories of citizens: all kinds of property and health and life of people should be insured. All citizens have the right to get the free compulsory education in the comprehensive schools and institutes, but 30 per cents of institutes have the right to take a payment by students for education. All students who pass their exams in time get the grant at a rate of 120% of a living wage.
The medical care is free, except cosmetology and stomatologic operations. Invalids, the elderly and children have the right to be serviced out of turn.
The sources of income are extraction of minerals, processing it or sale. Basic clause of the income is oil and gas and also precious metals. The state leases country’s territories which are not used or are poorly used by the citizens to foreign enterprises: the state gets the rent. Penalties are received to the state treasury. The state gets the taxes. The taxes are paid by everyone who works in the state or private enterprise and gets the salary. Also private enterprises pay the taxes. The official taxes are 13 per cent of salary but citizens receiving above 30 living wages pay the 27 per cent of salary. The preferential categories of citizens pay only 6.5 per cent of the taxes rate, but sometimes it is only 3 per cent.
Categories of citizens entitled to various benefits
· children

Up to 14 years receive benefits at a rate of 120 per cent of a living wage; after 14 years don’t receive the benefits because they are able-bodied.

· orphans

If they lost both parents they live in the House for Children. If they have a trustee they get the benefit at a rate 200 per cent of the living wage.

If they lost only one of parents and they aren’t 16 they get 200 per cent of the living wage, up to 18 years they get 120 per cent of a living wage.

· pensioners

Pension is 75 per cent of received salary in the time their working. They have discount for payment municipal services, it is 40 per cent of the living wage.

· invalids

If they are invalids of First Group they get 320 per cent of the living wage;
If they are invalids of Second Group they get 240 per cent of the living wage;
If they are invalids of Third Group they get 120 per cent of the living wage.
· veterans of war

They have discount for payment of municipal services, it is 70 per cent of the living wage.

· widows

They get their husbands pension, which is as like as husband was invalid of the First group, if they can’t to find the job. They get their husbands pension, which is as like as husband was invalid of the Third group, if they have the job.

· lonely mothers and fathers and also people engaged in education of orphans (trustees)
The benefit is 140 per sent of the living wage for the one child; if there is two children in family parent gets the 240 per sent of the living wage and so on.

· the unemployed

People who lost their job and are on the bread line get the unemployment benefits:

1. In the first month – at a rate of the official salary on the lost work;

2. The following 5 months – 200% of the living wage;

3. The following 3 months – 150% of the living wage;

4. The following 3 months – 100% of the living wage.

Later there are not benefits for the unemployed but they can ask Social Service about help if they have objective reasons why they didn’t find job. If they refused the offered job three times or left the found job the Social Service can stop to pay them the benefits.
All preferential categories of citizens have the right on the free traveling. People up to 25 years have the right on free educations an any high school and university and living at a hostel.
The local authorities (the department of management of education, the medical center, the mayoralty, the pension fund) responsible for the all benefits. The court decide if it’s worth to give the benefits to citizens.
So I think that it is the ideal welfare state because people will be able to live there without troubles in money. They will be able to buy eat, to pay for the flat, to pay the medicine and books and copy-books. Perhaps they won’t be happy, but it will be easy to live than now.
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
